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I began quilting in the early 80's when I came across a little quilt shop in Lake Charles, 
Louisiana, where we were living (which is also home!). Back then, most all piecing and 
quilting was done by hand so that's how I learned. I thought using the machine was 
cheating and I was never going to use the machine on my quilts! 
But there were so many quilts that I wanted to make so I figured that if I used the 
machine to piece them, no one would know…..especially if I hand quilted them. The pile 
of unquilted tops began to grow, and by the early 90's when I had been quilting about 10 
years and even though I had worked full time outside the home during some of that time, 
it was obvious that I was never going to get all my tops hand quilted.  Martha Vincent 
lived near me in Sulphur, Louisiana and she was an excellent machine quilter so I had her 
quilt a few of my tops. 
 
In 1997, we moved to Kentucky and I no longer worked outside the home at all. Then the 
pile of tops really began to grow.  I began looking for a machine quilter and didn't find a 
perfect match. One that I found only did pantos and I had quite a few quilts that I didn't 
want quilted with a pantograph.  Another that I found only used poly batting and I didn't 
want that either.   What's a quilter to do? 
 
I explained to my husband that I needed a longarm, which sounded like a fine idea to 
him, until he heard how much they cost. He began looking for a used machine and oh, 
goodness. - he found a very used machine. I was pretty sad about this find but Vince was 



thrilled. It was cheap! He added the front handles and a speed control (because it only 
had on and off when we got it) and I used it for two years. Looking back, I don't know 
how I did it but I did. 



CLASSES AND SUPPLIES 
 

#105 - BIG STAR 
72" x 90" - The background can be scrappy or one fabric.  The stars are definitely 
scrappy.  Large pieces with a no waste method of making flying geese.  Instructions will 
be given for making a scalloped outer border, though it isn't necessary to do a scalloped 
border. 

Use some scraps or stash fabrics for these large blocks, which sew up very quickly.  The 
pieced sashing means no points to  match!  A delightful pieced border that can be used on 
any quilt. A fun quilt for using brights! 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 



Fabric: 
• Stash Fabrics (I used brights) - 1/2 yard of at least 8 different colored fabrics.  Works 

best with fabrics that do not blend with each other. 
• Background - 3-3/4 yards - Does not have to be all the same fabric; can be a variety 

of whites or ecru’s. 
• Border Fabrics - 3 yards – two non-pieced borders, and focus of pieced border - 

where I used purple in the attached photo. 
• Binding - 5/8 yard.

Basic Sewing Supplies (to include a ¼” foot, sewing machine, rotary cutter, 4-1/2” x 12-

#205 - A ROSE IS A ROSE 

(76" x 96") - Scraps can be used with a single or multiple background fabrics.  Emphasis 
is given to creating transparency in the secondary blocks. A simple four-patch border 
made from leftover fabrics or scraps frames the center.   

Kits for fabrics for transparency are available but not required. 

 
  
Fabric Requirements:  
• Background Fabric: (5 yards) (Can be scrappy)  
• Green (1/2 yard) (For stems on roses)  
• Rosebud/Border (1-5/8 yard)  
• Colored Fabrics (Scraps – some time will be spent on transparency.   Bring several 

fabrics in the each color way; bring at least 6 color ways.)   Example:  Bring a 
couple of light, medium and darks of six different colors.  Small prints or tone on 
tones work great.  Do not cut your squares.  To give you an idea of how much fabric 
you need, for each block you will be cutting 2 – 2-3/4” squares of the light & 
medium fabrics and 6 – 2-3/4” squares for the darker fabric.  You will make 18 
blocks, plus you’ll need some of these same fabrics for the four patch border.  

• Binding  (3/4 yard)  
  
BRING THE REMAINDER OF YOUR FABRICS TO CLASS.  WE MAY NOT  
NEED THEM BUT……WE MAY!  



Basic Supplies:  
Sewing Machine   
Square (at least 6”) ruler  
Rectangle (at least 4” x 6”)   ruler  
 
Before the class:  
1. Make 40 half square triangles using the background fabric and rosebud fabric (where 

I used pink).  The half-square triangles will be 1-1/2” finished – 2” unfinished.  Use 
your favorite method for making these.  You will need 168 half-square triangles but 
for the class, 40 will be sufficient.  Make more if you wish! J  
 

2. Bring plenty of light, medium and dark tone on tone or small print fabrics.  These can 
be strips at least 2-3/4” wide, fat quarters, quarter yards...whatever you have on hand 
already.  
 

3. Cut the following.  Label with the letter shown.  
  
Background Fabric:  
• Cut two – 2-3/8” strips.  Sub-cut them into thirty-two – 2-3/8” squares.  From any 

remaining leftovers, cut two more 2- 3/8” squares so you have 34 – 2-3/8” squares.  
Cut on the diagonal once to have 68 triangles – label these (D). 

• Cut eight – 2-3/4” strips.  Cut these into 108 – 2-3/4” squares.  
• Cut five – 5-3/8” strips.  Cut them into 34 – 5-3/8” squares.  Cut these in half 

diagonally once to have 68 triangles – label these (E)  
• Cut two – 2” strips.  Cut them into 4 – 2” x 20” rectangles  
• Cut two – 2” strips.  Cut them into 8 – 2” x 9-1/2” rectangles  
• Cut twelve  – 2-1/2” strips for pieced border  
Green:    
Cut four – 3-7/8” strips.  Cut them into 34 – 3-7/8” squares.  Cut them in half diagonally 
once so that you have 68 triangles.

#305 - PEACHES N CREAM 
 

92" x 104" - A very quick and simple pattern.  No points to match, seam matching is very 
forgiving on this pattern.  A great way to use the stash by using as many fabrics in one 
color, together with whites or ecrus.    
 
This quilt can easily be cut down because the pieced blocks are 12" and the border blocks 
are 4" so for every main block they leave off, they'll leave off 3 pieced border blocks.  I'll 
explain that all in class but don't want to lose anyone because of the size of the quilt.  The 
yardage I'm suggesting is for the 92" x 104" quilt and I'm only giving specifics for the 
peach and orange fabrics that are used in the borders.  The remainder is scraps/stash. 
 They will not need to bring ALL the scraps to class.  This quilt works best in a 
monochromatic scheme – use white or creams with oranges, or blues, or greens, etc. but 
don't try to make it a two color quilt. 
 

 
 

12" simple blocks are stunning in this monochromatic design. Use your scraps!  Use your 
stash! Choose the color which is predominant in your stash; combine lights, mediums, 
darks of that one color, together with white or ecru, add a pieced border and a *few* non-
pieced borders to create a delightful quilt. It's simple but elegant! 
 
Light in Border (where I used peach) - 2-1/2 yards 
Dark in Border (where I used orange) - 1-3/4 yards 
Binding -7/8 yard 
A variety of creams, and very lights to very darks of the color of your choice.  Bring to 



class at least 6 different creams or whites, 6 different lights, 6 different mediums and 6 
different darks, as well as your light and dark border fabrics. 
 
Basic Supplies:  
Basic Sewing Supplies (to include a ¼” foot, sewing machine, rotary cutter, 4-1/2” x 12-
1/2” ruler is recommended but any 4-1/2” or 6-1/2” wide ruler will be fine, thread, pins.

#405 - PATRIOTIC STARS 
 

(78" x 90") - The Tri-Recs™ ruler is used to create perfect points. Paper piecing is used 
for the ribbon border, which is a very versatile border that will be used over and over.
