Well, the best and most essential part of our show is, of course, your quilts!  The time is finally here for you to send 
in those registration forms and get your quilts ready for the best show yet.  The 2012 registration forms and entry 
rules are contained in this newsletter and are also available on the GSQA web site.  Remember, your quilt doesnôt 
have to be completely finished to send in a photo with your registration.  Youôll still have almost two months to 
finish.

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Getting Your Quilt Ready for the Show 
 

Here are some tips from national quilt judges.  Do the preparation and give yourself the best 
opportunity to win a ribbon. 

¶ Blocking- Check measurements to be sure that the quilt is square.  It may need to be dry 

or wet blocked. 

¶ Clean-up- Check both back and front of quilt and remove loose threads, markings, and 

pet hair.  The lint roller is your friend.  Quilts may be rejected if they contain strong pet or 

tobacco odors.  Odors can usually be removed by hanging the quilt outdoors in the 

shade.  Stronger odors can be eliminated by putting the quilt in a container with a bar of 

Irish Spring soap or some charcoal briquettes wrapped in cheesecloth.  Tightly close the 

lid, and let it sit for one to three days.   

¶ Entry Forms and Rules- Is the quilt entered in the proper category?  Are the dimensions 

correct?  Be sure that all information is included on all forms.   

¶ Sleeve- Is your sleeve the proper size?  Is it placed and attached properly?  Hanging 

pipes are dirty, and you donôt want them in direct contact with your quilt back.  There is 

an excellent tutorial from Libby Lehman on quilt sleeves at 

http://www.quilts.com/sleeeves.pdf.   

¶ Photography- Have you included a 4ò x 6ò photo of each quilt on photo paper?  The 

photo should show the entire quilt top, and colors must be true to the finished quilt.  It 

should be a photo of the actual quilt, not a magazine picture or pattern photo. 

¶ Labels- Attach any identifying cards and labels as directed.  Cover any existing labels 

with fabric or painterôs tape for judging.  Remove all previous ribbons and awards from 

the quilt. 

¶ Insurance-   Purchase extra insurance, if necessary, and submit a copy of appraisal (if 

you have one) with your registration and entry forms.

2012 GSQA QUILT SHOW ï ENTRY RULES 2012 

 
1. All quilt registration forms must be postmarked by the deadline of February 24, 2012.  Please 

submit the following to Barbara Skinner, 1034 Ann Street, Westlake, LA 70669 
A. (2) copies of the registration and (2) copies of entry fee form for each entry. 

B. One 4ò x 6òcolor photo per entry.  Photo should be printed on photo paper (no slides or computer 
scans) with the length and width of the quilt stated on the back, along with your name, address 
and phone number and MUST accompany the registration form.  The photo should show the 
entire quilt top, and colors must be true to the finished quilt.  It should be a photo of the actual 
quilt, not a magazine picture or a pattern photo.  All photos become the property of GSQA and 
will not be returned. 

C. NO QUILT WILL BE ACCEPTED WITHOUT A PICTURE 
D. One self-addressed stamped envelope per person. 
E. A check made out to GSQA for fees. 

 
2. Entries may not have been entered in any previous judged GSQA Show. 
3. Every entry must have an identification label.  The label should be fabric, with the name, address 

and phone number of the entrant.  Clothing also requires a label on each piece.  For fairness in 
judging, please cover your name with fabric or tape before submitting the entry.  

4. All quilt entries must be clean, free of smoke odor, constructed of fabric, contain batting, and be 
quilted.  Tied quilts will only be accepted in the youth division. GSQA will refuse to accept entries 
which do not meet these conditions, require special 
handling or cannot be folded.  Check both the back and  
front of the quilt and remove loose threads, markings, and  
pet hairs. 

5. Every quilt (except miniatures) MUST have a 4ò casing/ 
sleeve on the top back.  Cut a strip of fabric 8 İò wide.   
Length should be as long as the side of the quilt that  
will have the sleeve, minus 1ò.  Make a narrow hem at  
each short end of the strip.  With wrong sides together,  
sew along the long edges using ıò seam allowance.   
Iron the strip with the seam line in the center of the  
sleeve.  On the back edge of the quilt, İò below the  
top binding,  SECURELY SLIP STITCH THE TOP, BOTTOM, AND SIDES OF THE SLEEVE to the 
quilt backing.  Quilts will be hung with pipes through the sleeves.  There is an excellent tutorial on 
making a quilt sleeve at http://www.quilts.com/sleeeves.pdf 

6. All entries must remain on display for the duration of the show.  Quilts will be released on Saturday, 
April 21st, from 6:00 to 6:30pm. 

7. Entries should have a suggested category on entry form, but final placement will be at the discretion 
of the judges.  Categories may be changed, subdivided or combined, as needed, to create a fair and 
equitable competition. 
 

8. All quilts will be received ONLY at the March 31st GSQA quarterly meeting in Morgan City, LA, 
or between the dates of April 12th and 13th from 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM at the home of Janet 
Bailey, 7220 OôNeil Drive, Harahan, LA 70123, or on April 14th after the Rosebud Luncheon 
and Auction at the Four Corners Sheraton on Veteranôs Blvd, Metairie, LA.  Quilts can also be 
mailed to Janet Bailey for arrival no later than April 13th, 2012.
